GROUND RULES  

1. ONE conversation at a time  :  so everyone can hear and FACTS can be shared

2. Everyone will have ONE chance to speak initially :  until everyone has had a chance to be called on

3. STAND when it is your turn to speak  --  and speak loudly so all can hear 

Proposed Greenway on Berteau Avenue  (from Clark to Lincoln)
· City has allocated $7B for infrastructure improvements 

· City is catching up on 100 years of neglect:  i.e. 100 year-old water mains 

· This year – starting with alley resurfacing … looking for “smart” options (sand or other permeable options to help drainage in alleys)

· Much street resurfacing and alley resurfacing over next few years – want to make it sensible … not re-do a street multiple times.  Attempting to coordinate gas, water, etc. tear ups.

· What is a greenway?

· Neighborhood greenways are routes that are quiet streets with low traffic volumes that are made even more bike-friendly by using methods to minimize the number of cars, reduce their speed and make bicyclists and pedestrians more visible. Different cities have different names for this concept – bike boulevards, community corridors, and the like. No matter what you call it, the goal is to make the street safer for everyone.
· We know that the climate is changing – scientists predicting more flooding, Cities need to be “greener” 
· Other advantages of neighborhood greenways include reduced flooding using rain-gardens in bump-outs, reduced crime from more neighbors active on the street, proven increases in property values, and an overall improved quality of life. 

· Why Berteau?

· Many traffic accidents & many speeders reported in this stretch last 5 years
· Many bike/car accidents on Irving Park and Montrose in that time
· Completely in 47th Ward – so we have control
· Connects neighborhood to various amenities including business districts, and existing bike routes.
· “Calming traffic” – there are several options, none are perfect and most come with unintended consequences:

· Speed Bumps (can actually makes flooding issues worse if not properly designed)

· Stop Signs (many complaints that there are already too many on Berteau)

· Round Abouts (issues with emergency vehicles and maintenance)

· Street Murals (would require community involvement to produce/maintain)

· Bump Outs (green alternative, also helps reduce flooding, reduces pedestrian crossing distance)

Recently, the CDOT Streets for Cycles 2020 program (http://www.chicagobikes.org/public/SFC.php) identified Neighborhood Greenways as a possible way Chicago can calm traffic while connecting and expanding the existing bicycle infrastructure.  In the 47th Ward we see this as opportunity to address traffic concerns on a broader scale, addressing the problems in a way that will improve the quality of life for a neighborhood, not just a single block.  Greenways have added benefits of improving property values, connecting the existing bicycle network, and decreasing crime by having the neighbors out on the street.
